Customs (2008 Budget Amendment) Regulation 2007,
Being a Regulation to amend the Cusfoms Regulation (Chapter 101),

MADE by the Head of State, acting with and in accordance with, the advice of the
National Executive Council under the Customs Act.

1. SECURITY, ETC., FOR RE-EXPORT (AMENDMENT OF SECTION 60).
The Principal Regulation is amended in Section 60(2)(d) by repealing the words
“three months™ and replacing them with the following:-

“twelve months™.

2. LICENCE FEE (AMENDMENT OF SECTION 80).
Section 80 of the Principal Regulation is amended by inserting the following
new subsections:-

“(3) Notwithstanding Subsection (1), the Commissioner General, may
by publication in the National Gazette, apply to a group, or groups of persons, a
lesser amount payable in respect of a licence fee and in deciding that lesser
amount, the Commissioner General may take into consideration any matter and
impose any condition on the payment of the licence fee as the Commissioner
General thinks fit.

"(4) Where a licence has been issued under Subsection (3), a refusal or
failure to comply with any conditions imposed on the payment of the licence fee
will result in the licence being suspended or cancelled forthwith by the
Commissioner General.”.
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
